Patalakha Valerii. Theoretical foundations of constructivism and the
formation of European identity

The article considers the features of the constructivist approach to the
formation of collective identity, in particular, European identity. Two trends in
the constructivist approach are identified and analysed: liberal and critical.
Representatives of the liberal approach believe that the formation of a collective
identity is a largely self-generated, self-sustaining process based on common
norms and ideas. Accordingly, European identity consists of characteristics that
are internal to the EU and has little to do with how European identity is
constructed in relation to other identities. Critical constructivists assume that
collective identity is constituted through the relation to difference; it is always
in relation to the collective self and others. It is only through opposition to
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others that identity is formed at both the personal and collective levels. It is
noted that the process of formation of European identity has made it possible to
empirically analyse collective identity, in particular, the question of how it
relates to national identities and other identities that make up it.

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Patalakha Valerii. Theoretical foundations of constructivism and the
formation of European identity

The article considers the features of the constructivist approach to the
formation of collective identity, in particular, European identity. Two trends in
the constructivist approach are identified and analysed: liberal and critical.
Representatives of the liberal approach believe that the formation of a collective
identity is a largely self-generated, self-sustaining process based on common
norms and ideas. Accordingly, European identity consists of characteristics that
are internal to the EU and has little to do with how European identity is
constructed in relation to other identities. Critical constructivists assume that
collective identity is constituted through the relation to difference; it is always
in relation to the collective self and others. It is only through opposition to
others that identity is formed at both the personal and collective levels. It is
noted that the process of formation of European identity has made it possible to
empirically analyse collective identity, in particular, the question of how it
relates to national identities and other identities that make up it.

The EU enlargement through the accession of Central and Eastern European
countries in 2004-2007 provided an empirical basis for studying the phenomenon
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of European identity. In this way, the European Union promoted a liberal and
inclusive European identity that defines outsider states as less European, not as
non-European.

At the same time, such a contradictory and multidimensional identity as
European identity cannot be fully understood only through a comprehensive
approach that considers the multiplicity of identity options generated by the
citizenship of a Member State and EU citizenship.

Important for understanding European identity is the study of the interaction
between the national and European levels, the relationship between the internal
and external, and the communication within which the self and the other are
constantly produced and reproduced. The Russian-Ukrainian war has actualised
the importance of negative representation of the aggressor state for deepening
integration in the military sphere.
