The article examines problematic issues in Ukrainian-Hungarian relations,
which have become particularly acute recently, primarily due to the change in
Hungarys foreign policy and the actualization of the Hungarian factor in
Ukraine's domestic politics. The role of modern mass media and the main
directions of the disinformation campaign against Ukraine are determined. It is

proved that the Hungarian information space is dominated by pro-Russian
disinformation. The propaganda narratives that are most often disseminated by
the Hungarian government media in neighboring countries are highlighted.
Since 2014, the spread of propaganda messages in the Ukrainian media space
in the context of Russia’s war against Ukraine is not a new trend. Many of the
fakes and messages spread by Russian propaganda concern Ukrainian-
Hungarian relations. After the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian
Federation (rf), it is extremely important for our country to have effective
support from the international community, including the European Union and
individual eu member states, in the struggle for state sovereignty, territorial
integrity and the realization of Ukraine’s European choice. Inadequate
perception of this war will lead to the fact that the EU’s authority as an
influential actor in international relations and a collective guarantor of
European security will be called into question.

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Petrov Valentyn. Hungarian factor in the context of russian disinformation
in Europe

The article examines problematic issues in Ukrainian-Hungarian relations,
which have become particularly acute recently, primarily due to the change in
Hungary’s foreign policy and the actualization of the Hungarian factor in
Ukraine’s domestic politics. The role of modern mass media and the main
directions of the disinformation campaign against Ukraine are determined. It is
proved that the Hungarian information space is dominated by pro-Russian
disinformation. The propaganda narratives that are most often disseminated by
the Hungarian government media in neighboring countries are highlighted.
Since 2014, the spread of propaganda messages in the Ukrainian media space in
the context of Russia’s war against Ukraine is not a new trend. Many of the
fakes and messages spread by Russian propaganda concern Ukrainian-
Hungarian relations. After the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian
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Federation (rf), it is extremely important for our country to have effective
support from the international community, including the European Union and
individual eu member states, in the struggle for state sovereignty, territorial
integrity and the realization of Ukraine’s European choice. Inadequate perception
of this war will lead to the fact that the EU’s authority as an influential actor in
international relations and a collective guarantor of European security will be
called into question.

As a result, the Hungarian information space is dominated by pro-Russian
disinformation, as Russia also sees the West as an enemy and creates fakes
about it, and the Hungarian media readily pick them up.

Ukraine is a prime example of a country to which neighboring states have
territorial claims. As a result, they do their best to worsen the political situation
in Ukraine. One of these neighboring states is Hungary, whose radical politicians
occasionally make anti-Ukrainian statements that cause misunderstandings in
bilateral relations. In the context of Russian aggression, the Hungarian factor is
actively used by Kremlin propaganda against everything Ukrainian.
