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Ulyhanets Viktoria. Epistemological gap in combating female genitalia
mutilation practice: international legal and legal anthropological dimensions

The problem of female genital mutilation as a harmful traditional practice
that persists in a number of African states despite its prohibition under
international law is examined. The classification of this practice in accordance
with the approach of the World Health Organization is analysed, and the main
universal and regional international legal instruments aimed at its prohibition
are considered. Particular attention is paid to the anthropological-legal
dimension of the problem and to the results of field research among certain
ethnic groups of East Africa. It is concluded that the persistence of this practice
is largely connected with the functioning of customary legal orders within which
it performs social and symbolic functions. The necessity of a comprehensive
approach to countering the practice of female genital mutilation, combining
international legal mechanisms with consideration of the socio-cultural context,
is substantiated.

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Ulyhanets Viktoria. Epistemological gap in combating female genitalia
mutilation practice: international legal and legal anthropological dimensions

This article examines female genital mutilation as a harmful traditional
practice that continues to persist in a number of African states despite its clear
prohibition within international human rights law. The study analyses the
classification of female genital mutilation developed by the World Health
Organization and explores the main universal and regional international legal
instruments aimed at eliminating this practice. Particular attention is devoted
to the provisions of the Protocol to the African Charter on Human and
Peoples’ Rights on the Rights of Women in Africa (Maputo Protocol), the
African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child, the Convention on the
Rights of the Child, the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of
Discrimination against Women, and the Council of Europe Convention on
preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence
(Istanbul Convention).

At the same time, the article approaches the issue from an interdisciplinary
perspective combining international law and legal anthropology. Based on
anthropological-legal field research conducted among the Arbore and Dassanech
communities in Ethiopia and the Sabin in Uganda, the study demonstrates that
female genital mutilation is often perceived within these communities not as
mutilation or violence, but as a socially legitimate practice connected with
initiation rituals, social status, and traditional norms governing sexuality and
morality.

The findings suggest that the persistence of this practice cannot be explained
solely by insufficient legal regulation or weak enforcement mechanisms. Rather,
it reflects the functioning of customary normative systems in which female
genital mutilation performs important social and symbolic functions. In this
context, the article highlights the existence of a normative and epistemic gap
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between the universalist framework of international human rights law and local
customary legal orders.

The article concludes that effective strategies aimed at eliminating female
genital mutilation require not only legal prohibition and criminalization but also
culturally sensitive approaches that take into account local social structures,
belief systems, and normative frameworks.
